The CTYC ñPast Commodoreò Tradition. 
 

Some of you may wonder what the ñPast Commodoresò and ñPast Commodores Partyò is all about, and why 

they occasionally get preferential treatment at Club events. 

 

To become a "Past Commodore," you must first have been a ñCommodoreò which is the Chief Executive Offi-

cer of Con Trios Yacht Club (CTYC). 

 

To be eligible to become a ñCommodore,ò you must have served as a ñFleet Captain.ò The ñFleet Captainò is 

the person that is responsible for planning and executing all of the official Club events, with the exception of 

the ñPast Commodores Party.ò 

 

To become a ñFleet Captain,ò you must first be a CTYC Board of Directors member for at least one year. 

There are many positions that make up the Board of Directors. See the CTYC By-Laws contained in the Club 

member roster for details of each Board position.  

 

Generally, most "Past Commodores" have held many of the Board positions besides the ñFleet Captainò and 

ñCommodore,ò and served as Committee chairpersons. So you see it takes quite a bit of involvement over a 

period of years to achieve the position of "Past Commodore." 

 

Now, what's the tradition of the ñPast Commodores Party?ò 

As ñPast Commodores,ò they are well aware of the efforts put forth by the ñFleet Captainò in planning a years 

worth of Club activities, since they have all "been there and done that." So the ñPast Commodores Partyò is 

their way of giving the current ñFleet Captainò a break and allowing them to enjoy a party like the rest of the 

members during their hectic year. Over the years, the immediate "Past Commodore" (i.e., previous year's 

ñCommodoreò) has evolved as the chairperson of the ñPast Commodoresò committee which plans and coordi-

nates the ñPast Commodores Party.ò  

 

CTYC is fortunate to have so many 

(Approx. 21) ñPast Commodoresò 

still active in the Club. Besides being 

available to assist the current Board 

of Directors, many ñPast Commo-

doresò return to hold additional 

Board positions. 

 

So now, when you see one of the 

ñPast Commodores,ò hopefully you 

have more of an understanding and 

appreciation of how they attained 

such a position within the Club. The 

ñPast Commodoresò are a living his-

tory of Con Trios Yacht Club and an 

indispensible source of Club knowl-

edge and tradition.
